BIMS Web Access

	BIMS is available via the World Wide Web for users who do not have access to the Desktop version of Oracle Discoverer.  This allows for ease of access for all BIMS users.  You will need a connection to the Internet and Internet Explorer or Netscape.  NOTE:  Examples used in this Guide were performed using Internet Explorer.
1. Launch your web browser
Click  
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2. Connection to BIMS

You will need to type in the URL/Address for the BIMS Web Server.
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3. create a shortcut for Bims web access
Click on Cancel  [image: image6.bmp]  to stop your connection to the BIMS Web Server once the login screen appears.  Close  [image: image7.bmp]  the Discoverer Window.

Navigate to the Favorites Menu option and add this page as a Favorite, to easily access it in the future.

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4. accessing bims
Once you have saved your Discoverer page as a Favorite, it is easy for you to return to it.  A nice thing about this feature is you will not have to go through the Initialization process again.

Return to your Favorites list and you will see your newly added Favorite for BIMS.  Click on that to navigate back to the BIMS Discoverer page.

Once you have typed in the address, hit the Enter key on your keyboard.  This will take you to the Oracle Discoverer 4i Page.

Once you have selected the language and region, you will need to click on the Next link.  
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The first time you access the Web version of BIMS, you will need to go through the Initialization process.  Your next step is to click on Start.
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This will then begin the Initialization process.  When prompted with the Security Warning, select the “Always trust content from Oracle Corporation” and then click on Yes.
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5. login to bims
Login to BIMS using your own User ID and Password.

You will want to Open an Existing Workbook from the Database:
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Select the report to open and click on Open.
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Choose a workbook to open:
‘B\Ms,ms:,sn CUSTOMER FUNDS STATUS REPORT 11.06





Continue working with this predefined workbook/report by entering your specific Activity and/or Funding Document Number into the Parameter Wizard.  Use “%” for Wildcards, i.e., % = ALL, 1% = Everything that begins with a 1, etc.  Click on OK and the report will execute and return your data.
